Dear Friends,
In today's Gospel, Jesus asks Bartimaeus:-
'What do you want me to do for you?'

That is also the question which Jesus asks of each
one of us. The God who comes in search of us is a
God who is interested in us, a God who is available to
us, a God who enquires. If | look at my life today, what
is it that | wish the Lord to do for me? Do | seek
healing? Or hope? Or peace? The God in whom we
believe, has come into our lives and asks that simple
but profound question:-

'What do you want me to do for you?'

When Bartimaeus asks that he may see again, he is
asking for more than physical sight. He is also asking
that he may recognise who Jesus really is. We may
have physical sight, but we need something more. As
well as being able to see the beauty of our seas and
sunsets, do we not also need to see the beauty in the
faces of others, and delight in the love of those with
whom we live? Sometimes we have to try to see
beyond the surface. We need to see within.

Bartimaeus was brave. He didn't give up. Even when
he was told to be quiet, he shouted all the louder.
Perhaps God is telling us of our need to be brave, to
be insistent -- that in our prayer-life, we should
continue to call out louder with the needs of our hearts
and our lives. *
